VH1 specials, or if the first post-hardcore band you've heard Is Thrice or Thursday, you should check this out. ]
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Big Collapse front man Josh Loucka’s musical career started in high school. He formed Shift in the early 90’s, and some say this band was
responsible for launching a whole new music scene. Shift went on to become an influential part of New York’s post-hardcore landscape, releasing two
albums on indie label Equal Vision Records. They then went on to release a full length for Columbia Records selling a combined total of over 40,000
copies. After arriving in LA, Josh reconnected with another New York transplant and hardcore scene alumni, guitar player Gavin Van Vlack. He was
the driving force behind the highly influential late 80’s New York seminal hardcore group Burn, whose albums have sold well over 25,000 copies. He
also lent his guitar and bass skills to many other groups from that scene, including Hardcore Pioneers Absolution, and Side By Side, who have sold
over 15,000 copies.

These bands had a hardcore national following, and left kids with a void that has not been filled, until now. Big Collapse has relocated to Los Angeles,
I emerging with a straight up rock sound. They plan to get back in a van soon and take their show on the road in support of their new album. Call them
what you want, just don’t underestimate the power of a good rock song.
